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In the paper - and presentation - we provide a new perspective on corporate governance and IPOs. We argue that corporate governance has an important role to play in promoting entrepreneurship and innovation in listed companies - which obviously is extremely important in the wake of the financial crisis. A clear understanding of the "new" role of corporate governance holds important lessons for policymakers, investors and corporate advisors in Europe. These lessons go beyond and even contradict conventional thinking about corporate governance.
