3. Have a first degree at undergraduate level equivalent to at least a UK upper second class honours and have obtained (or will have obtained) a master’s degree at merit level before the course start date.

4. Meet the School’s English language requirements if your first language is not English.
5. Take up the award by 1st October 2019.
6. Provide two academic references and a degree transcripts and certificates, Masters results or results obtained so far in their degree programme, with application for PHD study.

The awards are only available for NEW research students undertaking full time (3 years) 
The awards will cover standard fees.
· In addition the International Postgraduate Research Scholarship will include a £14,000 per year maintenance award for full time study.
· There are no additional allowances for travel or research costs.

The awards are made available for one year in the first instance and renewable for up to 3 years total on a full time basis subject to satisfactory academic progress.
Applicants must live within a reasonable distance of the University of Leeds whilst in receipt of the scholarship.
